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SUBMITTING EXPENSES TO THE BCOA TREASURER

Please note per BCOA Ballot 2004 – 48, published in January 2005 Bulletin Board:

“BCOA members incurring expenses covering BCOA budgeted items during the fiscal year shall submit invoices to the Treasurer on or before March 1st of the next year to be eligible for reimbursement.  Expenditures incurred by members that are not covered by the Budget shall require Board approval.  These bills shall be submitted to the Treasurer on or before February 1st of the next year.  Committee Chairs shall be responsible for notifying committee members to submit receipts for expenses within this time frame.”
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PPCP ads in every issue of our Staff Status mag-
azine. This reminds people to collect weight cir-
cles and send them in on a regular basis.”

In its sixth year, the Purina Parent Club Part-
nership Program began in 2002 with 62 partici-
pating clubs. The popularity of the program is
reflected in the steadily growing number of par-
ticipating clubs —up to 166 clubs in 2008 — and
the consistent record-breaking funds raised each
year. Of the participating clubs, 145 are AKC-
affiliated clubs and 21 are non-AKC clubs.

In 2007 the PPCP Program raised more than
$608,000. Half the earnings went directly to
parent clubs. The other half went into partici-
pating club’s donor advised fund at the AKC
Canine Health Foundation to support health
research. Since 2002 Purina has donated nearly
$2.32 million through the PPCP Program.

Maureen Salamone, Purina Director of Breeder-
Enthusiast Marketing, says, “The PPCP Program
is intended to help our member clubs as they sup-
port the AKC Canine Health Foundation. We
are proud to offer this program.”

Parent clubs have much to gain by encouraging
members to participate in the PPCP Program,
as the funds may be used for research, education
or rescue. The earnings each club receives vary
based on the number of members participating
and their submission of weight circles.

Another parent club using PPCP earnings to
help fund research is the Nova Scotia Duck Toll-
ing Retriever Club (USA). President Juliec Hanson
says the funding is supporting research of Addi-
son’s disease and eye disease. “Tollers have an
early-onset Addison’s disease that occurs in
puppies less than 6 months old,” Hanson says.
“Researchers at the University of California-
Davis are studying Addison’s in our breed.

“We already were working with veterinary
ophthalmologists at Cornell on PRA when they
tested some of our dogs and learned that Tollers
have collie eye anomaly (a genetic condition that
sometimes causes blindness). This shows that
at some point in the development of Tollers, the
breed crossed with some type of collie.”

How to Participate in the PPCP Program

Parent clubs earn funding through the Purina Parent Club Partnership
(PPCP) Program when Purina Pro Club members declare their participa-
tion in the program and identify the parent club to receive credit for their
weight-circle submissions from participating Purina brand dog foods.

Pro Club tracks weight-circle submissions, and, for example, for every $100 of qualifying
weight-circle points earned by Pro Club members, Purina donates $10 to the participating breed
club. Points are accumulated all year, and a check representing 10 percent of the value of the
submitted weight circles is evenly split between the participating parent club and the the AKC
Canine Health Foundation via the club’s donor advised fund.

Pro Club members may declare their participation in the PPCP Program and identify the parent
club that will receive matching weight-circle points online at www.purinaproclub.com or by call-
ing toll-free (877) PRO-CLUB or (877) 776-2582.
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Education & Rescue

The Bird Dog Foundation in Grand Junction,
Tenn., is an organization that benefits from
PPCP funds received from two non-AKC clubs,
the American Field Pointer Association and the
American Field English Setter Association. The
funding helps to support educational outreach.

David Smith, executive director, says, “The
funding goes into our Michael R. Tuxon Education
Fund to help support several programs. Our goal
is to create a family-oriented museum and compan-
ion outdoor classroom that allow visitors to learn
about nature and the role of sporting breeds that
point, flush and retrieve.”

Among the Bird Dog Foundation programs that
receive funding are the Wildlife Heritage Center,
including the William F. Brown Memorial Library;
a high school senior essay contest on topics ranging
from veterinary science to the human-canine bond;
a children’s art contest that draws from 400 to 600
submissions; and a summer reading program for
children ages 4 to 10.

Both the Nova Scotia Duck Tolling Club (USA)
and the America Spaniel Club use PPCP funds to
publish breed educational materials. The Toller
parent club tapped into PPCP funds to cover
initial costs to produce a flier that the AKC sends
to people when they register puppies. The flier
includes breed history, puppy care, health, spay-
ing and neutering, and parent club information.

The American Spaniel Club produced a bro-

chure for prospective owners that explains respon-
sible ownership and lists 10 reasons not to own a
Cocker Spaniel. The emphasis is on helping people
to understand the breed before buying a puppy.
Adoption of rescued Cockers is also included.

Rescue efforts of the Belgian Sheepdog Club
of America receive PPCP funding through a newly
established Belgian Sheepdog Rescue Trust.
Judith Johnstone, health chairwoman and Rescue
Trust board member, says, “Our goal is to make
sure no Belgian Sheepdog goes wanting. We have
been involved in breed rescue for at least 20 years.
Our basic operations haven’t changed, but the trust
allows donations to be tax-deductible and will
hopeftully help our funding to grow.”

The parent club’s rescue efforts include recently
launching a new Rescue Trust Web site with a list-
ing of regional coordinators, dogs for adoption,
breed education, and rescue information. “We have
an amazing, wonderful staff of 50 rescue volun-
teers,” Johnstone says. “Plus, we are fortunate that
if a Belgian Sheepdog needs to be rescued in an
area where we do not have volunteers, we can turn
to the other Belgian breed parent clubs for help.”

Regardless whether a parent club uses its
Purina Parent Club Partnership funding for
health research, education or rescue, the funding
provides another source of revenue. Working
together for the betterment of dogs everywhere is
the essence of this Purina partnership program.

Mast cell tumors and epilepsy are two problems
that worry breeders.

Mast cell tumors, considered
one of the most common

malignant canine tumors,

can be exiremely aggres-
sive. Likewise, epilepsy 18
a common canine neuro-

logical disease; it is characterized by seizures that
are often difficult to treat.

The Staffordshire Bull Terrier Club of
America (SBTCA) is helping to fund two AKC
Canine Health Foundation grants in which
researchers aim to better understand the genet-
ics behind these conditions. Some of SBTCA’s
funding comes from the Purina Parent Club
Partnership (PPCP) Program. Members of
SBTCA contribute to the funding every time they
clip weight circles from participating Purina brand
dog foods and mail them to Purina Pro Club.

Margo Milde, the SBTCA health education
coordinator, says, “Our earnings from the PPCP
Program allow us to support these grants to a
much larger extent than we would be able to
otherwise. This is good for our club, our dogs
and the research supported by these grants.”

Fundraising can be difficult for parent clubs, yet
it is necessary to promote health research, edu-
cation and rescue work. “Our PPCP earnings 2o
a long way,” Milde says.

The currently planned dates for the National Specialty are different from the dates which were approved by ballot 2007-13 for the 2010 National Specialty Proposal. 

Dates in the proposal are Tuesday, August 31 through Sunday, September 5, 2010.  The new dates are Wednesday, September 1 through Sunday, September 5, 2010, shortening the schedule to 5 days.

APPROVED:  Bolte`; Graves; Joyner; Ketz; Auerbach [ I am concerned that the short schedule leaves limited time for educational and club activities such as National's required seminar, Board and committee meetings, health clinics, etc.  However, at this point it is too late to change back to the originally approved dates.]; Phillips [ I think we need to reconsider our requirements and our expectations for the number of events at and the number of days in our national.  With hotel and travel costs rising, a more compressed national or one with less mandatory events may be prudent]; Webb [I am sorry the dates were shortened as I don't think this gives enough time to fit in all the events that our members want. It is too late to change back to the original plan so am voting to approve the change. Perhaps we should re-think what is required at a National since it is getting so expensive to attend]. Curby [I am concerned that this compressed schedule leaves no time for committee and board meetings or any sort of health seminars, but since this change was late in presentation the best we can do is use the Tuesday before the start date as a meeting day.] Stargell  [At this late date, we have no recourse but to accept the changes made by the host group. I understand and appreciate that hosting a National Specialty is a huge undertaking, and allowing each host group the freedom to make the Specialty their own is important. I applaud the addition of the new “Elements” activity, but my enthusiasm is dampened by the shortening of the schedule and the fact that required activities have yet to be scheduled. The short schedule will also make it very challenging for those with committee meeting obligations and/or those that carry a van full of dogs. The National Specialty is different from just another dog show and what might be considered “extras” in the schedule are what make it distinct. Health and breeders’ seminars, along with health testing clinics, contribute to the mission of the BCOA and make the National Specialty “special”. I would actually like us to consider adding educational activities that other parent clubs of a similar size have at their Nationals: exhibitor’s seminars (we have some of the best handlers in the country in our breed, wouldn’t it be neat to interact with them for an hour or two?); performance seminars (chat with an expert on how basenjis “think” and how to use that knowledge); and various workshops on topics generated from the membership. We have so much talent in our breed, and we come together just once a year to celebrate all things basenji. I hope that shortening the schedule for this year will not become a habit that will result in sacrificing educational activities that are important to the future of our breed.]

ELECTRONIC MEDIA
PURPOSE: To describe the purpose of content and management of BCOA electronic media 

WEB DOMAIN:
• The BCOA shall be the owner of the domain name "basenji.org" and other domains whose web sites are used to represent BCOA in an official or public capacity, including the National Specialty web site.

• The BCOA shall secure a web hosting service for website/ Internet presence, using BCOA funds to pay for such. 

The BCOA may choose to take advantage of social media or other third party web presences, and appoint authorized representatives to manage such.

• The BCOA or its authorized representatives shall be the owner, moderator, or sponsor (whichever is applicable) of BCOA’s use of any third-party domain or web site representing the Basenji Club of America publicly, including social networking media such as Facebook, MySpace, YouTube, Twitter, etc.

• Materials created for the BCOA website by BCOA members, committee members, contractors, or paid staff on behalf of BCOA shall be owned by BCOA.
• Intellectual property owned by others may be used on the BCOA web sites, whether directly owned or third-party, only with prior written permission for such use from the owner or owners.
• All content used on the BCOA website  and owned by BCOA may not be used by any other individuals without the express written permission of the Basenji Club of America, Inc. 
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BALLOT 2010-30 APPROVED  cont:                        
WEB MASTER: 
• The BCOA Officers and Board shall appoint, annually, a Club Webmaster to manage and maintain the Club Website. 

1. The Webmaster may provide security access to sub-site liaisons (see below) for the purpose of maintaining a portion of the web site. 

2. The BCOA Officers and Board will appoint one or more backup Webmaster(s)  to the Webmaster. 

3. The BCOA Officers and Board may replace the Webmaster or Backup Webmasters at any time 

4.  The BCOA Officers and Board may assign the Webmaster or backup webmasters or may authorize other members as area managers to manage BCOA’s presence on BCOA websites social networking sites.
5.  The Webmaster or backup Webmaster shall notify the Board of any requested update that raises legal, technical, or policy concerns.  If such concerns are raised, posting of the material may be held pending the Board’s recommendation. 

INTERNET SECURITY: 
• The BCOA Officers and Board shall appoint a club member in good standing to conduct Internet Security practices to ensure the safety and security of the Club website and to stay abreast of Internet security issues. [2006-12]. The duties for this position shall include: 

1. Regular third-party archiving of all on-line club files. 

2. Maintain a complete library of all previously published files. 

3. Monitor the Club’s domain status and the policies that govern that domain or domains. 

4. Ensure minimal website down-time in the event the website is compromised. 

5.  Review use of the web site or sites and any use of third party social networking applications used by the club for compliance with applicable laws and BCOA policies.
6.  Compile an annual inventory of tools and technologies currently in use on the web site and third party sites, for planning and backup purposes.
CONTENT: [1997-46] [2010-30]
1. All material displayed on the Club website, whether the primary site or other sites representing BCOA in an official or public manner, shall be approved by the BCOA Board.  Approval may be direct or indirect.
Persons who have been delegated approval authority by the Board may have such authority revoked if they approve the posting of material that they know or should have known was in violation of law, including copyright or defamation law or in violation of BCOA policy.  Revoking such privileges is at the discretion of the Board.

Updates to a BCOA web site or social media site must be reported within 48 hours to the BCOA Board.  The report should include the file modified (when applicable) and a brief description of the modification.

No single person has the authority to deny and/or demand an update as the ultimate responsibility for site content lies with the full Board.  Any denial not made by the full Board may be appealed to the full Board.

If concerns are raised about content, the Board may request that the posting of items be held. The Board may also  request such content be held until the Board makes a determination as to how to proceed.  

The Board may also at any time request removal from the web sites or third party sites of any content of items that they deem not suitable for the sites, including but not limited to items that violate policy, that are factually inaccurate, that are defamatory, or that violate copyright.

To assist the Board and liaisons in their work, information about copyright and defamation will be compiled or developed by the Legal Advisory Committee.

The list of content authorized for Webmaster routine updates will be maintained and available to the web master and membership.

Category B Liaison for the Board 

A liaison is a person appointed by the Board, who has been delegated authority to approval the addition or removal of routine material within a particular scope.  Approval may be written or verbal, but verbal approval should be followed up by an email or other written documentation.  

Liaisons are responsible for the content they approve.  In particular, they are responsible for insuring that proper copyright ownership exists or that written permission for use has been given, that the material is not defamatory, and that the material complies with BCOA policy and procedure.  

Items that may be approved by a liaison include:

i. Updating club documents that have balloted revisions.

ii. Updating Officers and Board, affiliated clubs, lists of standing committees, breeder referral listings.

iii. Adding new items for Message board (i.e., time sensitive AKC or general news announcements)

iv. Poll questions

v. Moving items from one page to another.

vi. Removal of items on store that are no longer for sale.

vii. Updates of routine committee items already approved by policy as the responsibility of that committee and under their authority to revise without further approvals

vii.  Additional items as authorized by the Board

The list of items authorized by liaison will be maintained and available to the web master, backup webmasters, committees, and membership.

Category C - Assigned Board Liaisons for Sub Sites

Sub-site liaisons have pre-approvals to submit specific types of content for posting to particular BCOA sub sites or third party sites. The liaison will approve routine content changes on these subsites or third-party sites, including authority to, at their discretion, submit or upload actual changes themselves.  

Sub-site Liaisons are responsible for insuring compliance with rules and policies of the items they approve.  In particular, they are responsible for insuring that proper copyright ownership or written permission for use has been given, that the material is not defamatory, and that the material complies with BCOA policy and procedure.  

Designation as a sub-site liaison is not a blanket permission for any change of any type; content that is not routine needs to be approved by the Board. 

i. African Stock web site - yearly updates of offspring and newly registered stock.

ii. Native Stock web site - yearly submissions

iii. National Specialty Site -  all content must adhere to NSP and any required approvals must have been completed in advance
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iv. Versatility site -  New qualifiers

v. Event Coordinator – List of supported entries and specialties list

vi. Junior Showmanship tallier – junior showmanship tally or link to such

The list of sub-site liaisons and their authorizations will be maintained and available to the web master, committees, and membership.

Category D - Straw Poll of board

Straw polls are intended for approval of non-controversial minor content changes that need attention in a timely way but do not present issues requiring a formal ballot.  Items that may be approved by straw poll include but are not limited to:

i. BCOA News announcements

ii. Changes to links (URLs)

iii. Minor changes where no issues were identified by the board.

iv. Adding items to the online store, including pricing of items

The list of items authorized by straw poll will be maintained and available to the web master, committees, and membership.

Category E.  Board Ballot

Formal balloting of substantial changes, such as adding entire new sections, or changes that might have policy or legal implications.  Examples of issues that require a formal ballot include content changes that involve a matter of policy, that have legal implications, or that are contested among the Board.    

i. New Pages

ii. New Programs

iii. New Sections

iv. Changes that could have legal implications

v. New URL's linked to site.

Any item not otherwise delegated would, by default, fall in this category.  However, the Board may always add items to any of the above lists as they see fit.

2.  Removal of content

Materials may be removed by the Webmaster or backup Webmasters after their expiration date or on request of the Board.  The Webmaster may request removal of outdated or expired items.  The Board may request, on an emergency basis, the removal of any items that they believe are in violation of intellectual property laws, are potentially defamatory, are factually inaccurate, or that in any way violate the law, BCOA policy, or AKC policy.

3.. The BCOA web site may list assorted fund-raising-for-a-good-cause efforts of affiliated clubs or may refer browsers to those clubs with the following disclaimer: 

The BCOA provides this web space as a courtesy to various regional Basenji clubs. By virtue of doing so, the BCOA in no way endorses or guarantees the activities conducted by or the products sold by these clubs, and assumes no liability for any action or inaction on the part any regional basenji club using web space on this site.
