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PPCP ads in every issue of our Staff Status mag-
azine. This reminds people to collect weight cir-
cles and send them in on a regular basis.”

In its sixth year, the Purina Parent Club Part-
nership Program began in 2002 with 62 partici-
pating clubs. The popularity of the program is
reflected in the steadily growing number of par-
ticipating clubs —up to 166 clubs in 2008 — and
the consistent record-breaking funds raised each
year. Of the participating clubs, 145 are AKC-
affiliated clubs and 21 are non-AKC clubs.

In 2007 the PPCP Program raised more than
$608,000. Half the earnings went directly to
parent clubs. The other half went into partici-
pating club’s donor advised fund at the AKC
Canine Health Foundation to support health
research. Since 2002 Purina has donated nearly
$2.32 million through the PPCP Program.

Maureen Salamone, Purina Director of Breeder-
Enthusiast Marketing, says, “The PPCP Program
is intended to help our member clubs as they sup-
port the AKC Canine Health Foundation. We
are proud to offer this program.”

Parent clubs have much to gain by encouraging
members to participate in the PPCP Program,
as the funds may be used for research, education
or rescue. The earnings each club receives vary
based on the number of members participating
and their submission of weight circles.

Another parent club using PPCP earnings to
help fund research is the Nova Scotia Duck Toll-
ing Retriever Club (USA). President Juliec Hanson
says the funding is supporting research of Addi-
son’s disease and eye disease. “Tollers have an
early-onset Addison’s disease that occurs in
puppies less than 6 months old,” Hanson says.
“Researchers at the University of California-
Davis are studying Addison’s in our breed.

“We already were working with veterinary
ophthalmologists at Cornell on PRA when they
tested some of our dogs and learned that Tollers
have collie eye anomaly (a genetic condition that
sometimes causes blindness). This shows that
at some point in the development of Tollers, the
breed crossed with some type of collie.”

How to Participate in the PPCP Program

Parent clubs earn funding through the Purina Parent Club Partnership
(PPCP) Program when Purina Pro Club members declare their participa-
tion in the program and identify the parent club to receive credit for their
weight-circle submissions from participating Purina brand dog foods.

Pro Club tracks weight-circle submissions, and, for example, for every $100 of qualifying
weight-circle points earned by Pro Club members, Purina donates $10 to the participating breed
club. Points are accumulated all year, and a check representing 10 percent of the value of the
submitted weight circles is evenly split between the participating parent club and the the AKC
Canine Health Foundation via the club’s donor advised fund.

Pro Club members may declare their participation in the PPCP Program and identify the parent
club that will receive matching weight-circle points online at www.purinaproclub.com or by call-
ing toll-free (877) PRO-CLUB or (877) 776-2582.

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Education & Rescue

The Bird Dog Foundation in Grand Junction,
Tenn., is an organization that benefits from
PPCP funds received from two non-AKC clubs,
the American Field Pointer Association and the
American Field English Setter Association. The
funding helps to support educational outreach.

David Smith, executive director, says, “The
funding goes into our Michael R. Tuxon Education
Fund to help support several programs. Our goal
is to create a family-oriented museum and compan-
ion outdoor classroom that allow visitors to learn
about nature and the role of sporting breeds that
point, flush and retrieve.”

Among the Bird Dog Foundation programs that
receive funding are the Wildlife Heritage Center,
including the William F. Brown Memorial Library;
a high school senior essay contest on topics ranging
from veterinary science to the human-canine bond;
a children’s art contest that draws from 400 to 600
submissions; and a summer reading program for
children ages 4 to 10.

Both the Nova Scotia Duck Tolling Club (USA)
and the America Spaniel Club use PPCP funds to
publish breed educational materials. The Toller
parent club tapped into PPCP funds to cover
initial costs to produce a flier that the AKC sends
to people when they register puppies. The flier
includes breed history, puppy care, health, spay-
ing and neutering, and parent club information.

The American Spaniel Club produced a bro-

chure for prospective owners that explains respon-
sible ownership and lists 10 reasons not to own a
Cocker Spaniel. The emphasis is on helping people
to understand the breed before buying a puppy.
Adoption of rescued Cockers is also included.

Rescue efforts of the Belgian Sheepdog Club
of America receive PPCP funding through a newly
established Belgian Sheepdog Rescue Trust.
Judith Johnstone, health chairwoman and Rescue
Trust board member, says, “Our goal is to make
sure no Belgian Sheepdog goes wanting. We have
been involved in breed rescue for at least 20 years.
Our basic operations haven’t changed, but the trust
allows donations to be tax-deductible and will
hopeftully help our funding to grow.”

The parent club’s rescue efforts include recently
launching a new Rescue Trust Web site with a list-
ing of regional coordinators, dogs for adoption,
breed education, and rescue information. “We have
an amazing, wonderful staff of 50 rescue volun-
teers,” Johnstone says. “Plus, we are fortunate that
if a Belgian Sheepdog needs to be rescued in an
area where we do not have volunteers, we can turn
to the other Belgian breed parent clubs for help.”

Regardless whether a parent club uses its
Purina Parent Club Partnership funding for
health research, education or rescue, the funding
provides another source of revenue. Working
together for the betterment of dogs everywhere is
the essence of this Purina partnership program.

Mast cell tumors and epilepsy are two problems
that worry breeders.

Mast cell tumors, considered
one of the most common

malignant canine tumors,

can be exiremely aggres-
sive. Likewise, epilepsy 18
a common canine neuro-

logical disease; it is characterized by seizures that
are often difficult to treat.

The Staffordshire Bull Terrier Club of
America (SBTCA) is helping to fund two AKC
Canine Health Foundation grants in which
researchers aim to better understand the genet-
ics behind these conditions. Some of SBTCA’s
funding comes from the Purina Parent Club
Partnership (PPCP) Program. Members of
SBTCA contribute to the funding every time they
clip weight circles from participating Purina brand
dog foods and mail them to Purina Pro Club.

Margo Milde, the SBTCA health education
coordinator, says, “Our earnings from the PPCP
Program allow us to support these grants to a
much larger extent than we would be able to
otherwise. This is good for our club, our dogs
and the research supported by these grants.”

Fundraising can be difficult for parent clubs, yet
it is necessary to promote health research, edu-
cation and rescue work. “Our PPCP earnings 2o
a long way,” Milde says.

***LETTER SUBMITTED BY RUSS JACOBS AT THE 2011 ANNUAL MEETING***
(Letter also published in Oct/Nov/Dec Bulletin issue page 34, 2010 and Jan/Feb/Mar issue 2011 page 6 with answer from BCOA Board)
October 11, 2010

To the President and Board of Directors
Basenji Club of America

I am writing on behalf of the Lure Coursing Committee of the BCOA to address some of the implications of the vote taken at the Annual Meeting of the BCOA on September 3, 2010, requiring that every National Specialty hold an AKC Field Trial, regardless of circumstances.  This letter represents a consensus of opinon of the members of the Committee

First, let me apologize for not being in attendance at the Annual meeting; unfortunately, after serving as Field Trial Chair for the Coursing Trial and Tests, I had to fly home in order to attend a crucial Faculty meeting at the University.  As it turn out, that was indeed unfortunate.

Since I was not in attendance at the meeting, and am depending upon second-hand reports on the discussion that preceded the vote, I will not presume to critique the arguments that supported the decision.  Instead, I will address some of the implications of such a decision, and raise some questions.

I was surprised to hear that at no time in the discussion were the National Specialty Lure Trial Field Trial Procedures or the BCOA National Specialty Procedures cited on this Issue.  Any discussion of lure coursing at the National Specialty should be guided by these official documents.  Here are the pertinent passages:
Page 6
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Russ Jacobs letter cont:
National Specialty Lure Field Trial Procedures,

VII.
Classes and Sanctioning Bodies
· The National Specialty Field Trial Committee determine the events to be offered.  If, in the opinion of that committee, there is sufficient tiem to offer two Trials, both an ASFA and an AKC Trial should be offered, in addition to any coursing Tests the committee deems appropriate.

· If only one Trial can be offered, the National Specialty Field Trial Committee shal determin if it will be an ASFA or an AKC Trial.  This decision should reflect reasonable assumptions about the type of Trial most likely to be of interest to the majority of potential coursing entrants.
BCOA National Specialty Procedures

II.
Host and Site Procedures

2(g) BCOA required events and activities: Agility, AKC and/or ASFA Lure Coursing, Obedience, Puppy and Veteran Sweepstakes ...

Also pertinent here is the BCOA Policy Manual, which states that the "BCOA National Specialty is governed by the National Specialty Procedures and supporting documents, and by the BCOA Officers and Board"  There does not appear to be a provision for the Annual Meeting to govern the Specialty directly.

These long-standing official BCOA documents permit the National Specialty Trial-giving club or group to decide which sort of trial is most appropriate, when both can't be given, and to respond accordingly.  These provisions were drafted by Board-appointed Committees, after careful consideration and input by the membership, and approved by the Board.  They reflect a realization that the BCOA has coursing enthusiasts who run their dogs in both programs, as well as those who have strong preferences for one or the other program.  The current Procedures are a conscious compromise that does not privilege either program (the BCOA is a member club of both the AKC and the ASFA,) and, most importantly, allows the trial-giving club the flesibility to decide which events are most appropriate to their circumstances.  This is important, because the Specialty rotates throughout the country, and depending upon location, either AKC or ASFA may be the most popular venue.  The action taken at the Annual Meeting would remove this flexibility from the trial-giving club, and would require that they give a Trial that might not have (in their opinion) much prospect of attracting entries.

One of the virtues of the current policy is that it is stable, and allows Specialty clubs and groups to reliably make plans years in advance, as is now necessary to organize a National Specialty.  The Procedures are long-term directions that clubs and organizing groups can rely on to remain unchanged throughout the planning period.  Decisions made at an Annual Meeting are always subject to being overturned at the next Annual Meeting (or by a full vote of the membership,) playing havoc with long term planning.  The decision to require AKC trials at all Specialties is precisely the sort of emotional issue that lends itself to being challenged by equally ardent partisans of the other program...and so on, perhaps ad infinitum.    The stability provided by the long term guidance of the existing Procedures is, from the stand point of any club or group considering sponsoring a National Specialty, much to be preferred.

This raises a number of pertinent questions:  Can a single vote at an Annual Meeting on a motion that was not announced in advance, reverse long-standing BCOA policies?  Since the motion passed was in direct conflict with official club documents, would the proper procedure not have been for the motion to request that the Board amend the corporate documents?  If the motion made at the Meeting was not to this effect, was it in order for the meeting to consider it?  How will the Board now respond to the Ballot?  Would the best interests of the BCOA Be served by a full membership vote requested by the Board?
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Russ Jacobs letter cont:
I have not been able to find any document which clearly determines the precedence when Board-approved procedures and official club documents are in conflict with votes at an Annual Meeting, so I do not know how this will play out.  I do know that the decision taken at the Annual Meeting was not announced to the BCOA membership in advance, has outraged at least some BCOA members, and is likely to be challenged at future meetings, or by a vote of the full membership by a mail Ballot.  If the Board determines that this motion was in order, it threatens a carefully crafted compromise that has served the BCOA well for many years.

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Ballot 2011-52: cont:

 Associate Membership dues are defined in the BCOA Bylaws as: 
ARTICLE I - MEMBERSHIP
SECTION 2. DUES. 
Annual membership dues shall not exceed $25.00 per single membership, $35.00 per family membership, $35.00 per Associate membership, $3.00 per junior membership when joining with an adult, and $10.00 per junior membership when joining alone, payable on or before the 1st day of February of each year. 

CLARIFICATION OF BY-LAW:

All non-voting, Associate members (either single or household) will pay $35 as directed by the 2007 Bylaw revision beginning with the 2012 Membership renewal year. 

This Ballot does not affect the 2012 renewal process for Foreign membership(s) prior to 2007 whose voting privileges were "grandfathered" and allowed to continue as long as their membership did not lapse after 2007.

Jones,  Siekert- with comments: [By-Law Article 1, Section 2 should read as per Ballot 2007-17:  "Foreign: Those who meet the requirements for regular membership but are not residents of the United States are eligible.
