1. Puppy Sweepstakes required classes for dogs and bitches (Non-regular classes):

t. Non-Regular Classes - Multiple Entries – Stud Dog and Brood Bitch (with no more than two 
offspring entered,) Brace, and Team.

5. Obedience Trial

6. ASFA and AKC Field Trials 

a. ASFA Stakes include Open, Veteran, Field Champion, Veteran Field Champion, and 
Singles.  Additional stakes:  Breeder and Kennel stake – not separate stakes, but scored as 
a result of entries in the regular stakes. 

b. AKC Trial Stakes – Open, Special, Veteran 
c. AKC JC Tests 

7. African Stock Exhibition – must be submitted on a Special Attraction form. 

a. Classes shall increment the percentage of imported stock in a dog.  Increments shall go 
from one-quarter to full-African for both puppies and adults. – All are non-regular classes. 

b. Best Puppy and Best Opposite Puppy in Exhibition 
c. Best Adult and Best Opposite Sex Adult in Exhibition 
d. Other optional classes may be specified generation classes, Stud Dog, Brood Bitch, and
